SHARK RIVER INLET DIVE!!!
The local dive season isn’t over yet!  The ocean is still warm and the cool days of fall make for great dive conditions.

On Sunday, September 16 we will be diving along the rocks of Shark River Inlet.  The dive is shallow, 15-25’.  So don’t forget some extra weight.  You’ll need a light to look in the nooks and crannies between the rocks.  What will you see?  Baby fluke, or is it flounder?  Never can remember.  Crabs and baby lobster.  All sorts of fish, including believe it or not, tropicals.  That’s right!  The same fish that inhabit the reefs and wrecks of Florida and the Carolinas get pushed north with the Gulf Stream.  They follow the swirls and eddies and hide in the wrecks and shallow water of these inlets.  Don’t be surprised if you see butterfly fish, trigger fish and even the occasional seahorse.  If you’re a collector, bring your net or slurp gun.

You’ll need to be there by 9:30 AM.  It’s important because we must dive at slack high tide.  Go in too early and you’ll be pulled into Shark River.  Go too late and it’s out to sea you go.  Each buddy team must tow a dive flag.  State regulations so the boaters know you’re there. There is no fee for this one tank dive, but we would like to know how many people are diving so we can provide shore support.  Just call the store or stop in.
